Wilton Youth Baseball Code of Conduct for Players, Parents and Coaches 
Wilton Youth Baseball supports youth athletic activities that are governed by a sense of fun, fair play and sportsmanship. Each person associated with Wilton Youth Baseball is responsible for his/her own behavior. Parents and coaches should be aware that children mimic adult behavior. Coaches or their designated representatives are responsible for their team, parents and spectators. Positive support for the team and all coaches is appreciated and expected. Wilton Youth Baseball prides itself on the excellent conduct and sportsmanship of our players, coaches, parents and spectators. 


Players 
• On field character – displays of anger, disrespect or foul language, will not be tolerated. This includes, but is not limited to, disrespect shown toward an umpire, spectator, opponent, or teammate. Cheering is appropriate but only FOR your team, not against your opponents. You must refrain from criticism of any player. Shouts of “he can’t pitch” or laughing at other’s mistakes are unacceptable. 

• Equipment – respect team and individual equipment, playing fields and dugouts. This includes no throwing of bats, gloves or helmets. Throwing of equipment will not be tolerated. 

• Respect the umpires. If you have a question about a call, let your coach discuss the issue with the umpire. The player’s role is to play baseball, not to umpire the game. Mistakes by umpires, coachers or players must be accepted as part of playing the game. 

• Teammates – all players deserve respect for their work and commitment to the program and the game of baseball. Any open displays of disrespect toward your teammates will not be tolerated. You and your teammates should be striving for the same goals: improving as a team, and improving individually. 

Parents 
You are an important role model for your child and that continues with baseball. Verbal abuse of umpires, ridicule of opposing players, public criticism of coaches, or arguments with other fans is an ugly part of sports. They must not be allowed to ever be a part of Wilton Youth Baseball. If you have a criticism, please discuss it directly with a member of the Board of Directors. 
Coaches 
You must set an example for your players. The code of conduct for players applies equally to coaches. Abuse of umpires is unacceptable. Any conversation with an umpire must be conducted in a calm and friendly manner. The old adage is most appropriate: “It’s not whether you won or lost, it’s how you played the game.” You are expected to discuss the code of conduct with your players and enforce it. If you have a disciplinary problem please bring it to the attention of your Division Coordinator. 
Zero-Tolerance Policy 
•  Any player, coach or spectator who violates the Code of Conduct during a game is subject to ejection from that game by an umpire. 

•  Any player, coach or spectator ejected from a game by an umpire is required, immediately upon ejection, to leave the Wilton Youth Baseball playing fields. 

• Any player, coach or spectator who is ejected from a game by an umpire shall be suspended from their next Wilton Youth Baseball game. 
 (This also includes all suspensions at “away” games.) 

• Any violation of the Code of Conduct may be referred to the Executive Committee for review and possible further sanctions, including and up to, 
removal from the Wilton Youth Baseball league.
